(45 contact hours, 4 ECTS) 

 
In this seminar, students take a closer look at the “Age of 
Goethe” (Goethe-Zeit), the end of the 19

th
 century 

(Nietzsche) and the revolutionary art movement (Bauhaus 
and Expressionism). Through excursions and group 
activities, students explore how contemporary German 
culture has been shaped by historical developments in the 
past 200 years. 
 
 
 
 

Learn German 
All students attend intensive German language courses 
offered at three different levels (30 contact hours, 2 ECTS). 
Our highly-qualified German teachers pay special attention 
to the learning needs of individual students to help them 
develop competence in listening, speaking, reading and 
writing. Each IWU student is paired with a University of 
Kassel student who serves as their “Tandem Language 
Partner”, giving them an opportunity to practice language 
skills and deepen their cultural experience.  
 
Credits 
Students earn 6 ECTS credits upon successful completion 
of the IWU.

• Optional three-day trip to Berlin to celebrate New Year's 
Eve (EUR 200)

a German host family in Kassel. The homestay adds 
immeasurably to the study abroad experience by 
guaranteeing daily opportunities to improve language and 
intercultural skills outside of the classroom.
